This course aims to give the students an understanding of the fundamental principles of educational
measurement and evaluation and how these could be applied in the assessment of students learning
outcomes and classroom achievements.

( Introduction to Education ) :4uill J) Jax (80211)

This course is a beginning social foundations course for students who are considering teaching as
a profession and who are seeking better understanding about the complexity and importance of
education. Itis designed to study the Libyan school system with emphasis on current trends, issues
and development of teaching as a profession, its organization, governance, financial structure and
history. The course represents the beginning course in the program of study for teacher education

majors
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1.Reading Comprehension I:

This course is designed to develop students’ study, vocabulary, and reading skills so they will be
successful in subsequent academic courses. They will learn to use reading techniques and
strategies designed to advance their vocabulary, comprehension, and retention. The readings
provide models for using written language effectively to express their ideas in sentences. The
topics are global in scope in order to expand students’ awareness of contemporary world issues
and social trends.

2.Listening and Speaking I:

This course aims to develop the necessary conversational and listening skills that students need to
make social interactions. Students are provided with listening and speaking activities which give
them the opportunity to express themselves and understand others. These include dialogues in
various verbal content, functions, and forms. VVocabulary building activities and short writing
exercises such as taking down notes, filling the gaps, and filling out forms are also provided to
enhance every listening and speaking activity. And also enhancing presentations skills and soft
skills through some visits of guest speakers.

3.Grammar |:

This course deals with the most basic and most useful rules of grammar. It aims to develop
students understanding of standard English grammar usage for academic purposes. Students
develop control of fundamental structures including parts of speech, basic tenses, and simple
sentences. They will study grammatical principles and practice variations on those principles
through in-class and take-home exercises and will put those principles into writing and speaking.

4.Phonetics | (theory):

This course introduces students to the study of articulatory phonetics, and the technical terms
required for describing speech. It provides students with the basic notions of phonetic transcription
and the set of symbols for transcribing English and Arabic. The main emphasis is on acquiring the
practical ability to make and hear differences between sounds and to identify common
pronunciation problems. The specific aim of the course is to provide students with a solid
foundation for the study of the sound patterns of English and to help them master the basic notions
of phonetic transcription.




5.Writing 1 (vocabulary and spelling):

Writing-1 is a reinforcement and application of the basic communication knowledge in Grammar-
I. It deals with the basic mechanics used for effective and more functional writing ability. The
course enhances learning through sentence construction. Close attention to basic sentence patterns,

mechanics of writing, vocabulary and spelling in order to write efficient sentences.

£ A Juall (anadil) 3 ga

1.Reading Comprehension I1:

This course is designed to increase proficiency of comprehensions skills, vocabulary development,
critical and thinking skills. It also provides the basic mechanics used for effective writing ability.
Brief writing activities accompanying the reading materials enhance reading skills.

2.Lisening and Speaking I1:

This course develops competencies in Speaking and listening in various contexts. It offers more
depth and practice and incorporates level-appropriate listening techniques in order to aid students’
comprehension. The essential listening skills include listening for specific information, details,
main idea, opinions, inferring; meaning, recognizing context, predicting, identifying emotion,
attitudes; and listening to questions and responding.

3.Grammar Il:

This course is a continuation of grammar 1. Students are exposed to advanced investigation of the
concepts of grammatical forms and function including the application of tenses, phrases, and
Gerunds. In this course the students are exposed to English texts and exercises that enable them
to be familiar with grammatically acceptable uses of English grammatical tenses. They will
practice identifying and applying grammatical rules through a variety of writing exercises and

assignments.

4.Phonetics I1:

This course is an extension of Phonetics 1. The main emphasis is on acquiring the practical ability
to make and hear differences between sounds and to identify common pronunciation problems.
Students are introduced to syllables, word stress and sentence stress. The course also concentrates
on showing students different sounds of consonant clusters, discussions of different aspects of

connected speech and the different types of intonation.




5.Writing Il (sentence writing):

Writing 2 is a continuation of writing 1. This course focuses on sentences as building blocks of
paragraphs. It enhances the students’ ability of constructing sentences based on its structure and
communicative functions. It includes intensive sentences formation, also the reading and listening
process. The readings and listening provide models for using written language effectively to

construct sentences and organize paragraph construction.

¢ G Jaadll anadil) 3 ga

1.Reading Comprehension I11:

This course teaches the students to develop the ability to anticipate and predict. Recognizing
common organizational patterns in reading materials. Identifying techniques, they can use to
increase their reading speed and overall comprehension. Nevertheless, summarizing different
types of reading effectively. Identifying and predicting the meaning on new vocabulary from

context and structures.

2. Introduction to literature:

This course is intended to give the students a sound background on literature that will help them
study, understand, analyze, interpret and appreciate literature. It includes introduction to major
literary forms such as poetry and short stories and drama. Selections were chosen to fit the need
for developing reading skills.

3.Writinglll (Paragraph and letter writing) :

This course is a course in English writing and is designed to help the students master the
fundamentals of Paragraph writing which integrates the process of writing, paragraph structure
and principles of unity and coherence. Accordingly, the general discussion in this course includes
the process of writing, narrative and descriptive paragraph structure and the principles of unity and
coherence. To accommodate the achievement of learning outcome, the course is conducted
through lecturer’s brief presentation, class discussion, and paragraph writing workshops (project)
with the aid of ICT (INFORMATION AND COMMUNICATION TECHNOLOGY) and various
kinds of useful teaching media. To support the aforementioned activities, peer review activities are
incorporated during the in-class activities as well as additional writing assignments outside the

class-hours.




4.Linguisticsl :

The course is designed to expose the students to an overview of linguistics at the various levels of
description of language. Its goals are: to introduce the students to the nature of human language;
to enable them have a broad view and understanding of linguistics and its relation to language; to
help the students acquire theoretical linguistic and analytical skills for recognizing and describing
the various levels of language; to also enable the learners achieve, thorough knowledge and

practice, competence and skills in analyzing various linguistic structures.

5.Thinking and study Skills:

This course aims to develop students’ thinking and reading skills for academic study. Furthermore,
it is designed to train and develop in the students the skills of effective study habits, communication
in the English language, critical thinking and reasoning, and socially desirable attitude as keys to

success in college in particular and in life in general.

6.Grammar Ill:

The main purpose of this course is to aid students in the construction of linguistic forms with
greater syntactic variety using the indicative and the subjunctive moods, the passive voice, among
other contents. To achieve this purpose, students will use as a foundation the contents studied in
Grammar 1 and Grammar 2 regarding the verb system and sentence structure. Since mastery of
grammatical structures is essential for precise oral and written communication, this course
addresses them specifically, giving students the opportunity to demonstrate their mastery. In this
way, students can better understand the basic relationships between the various structures of

English in order to produce speech with a higher level of complexity.

7. listening and speaking I11:

Listening and Speaking 3 course aims to help students improve their academic listening and
speaking skills, take efficient notes in an academic context, and follow a process for creating and
delivering an effective presentation. To achieve the goal for this course, students must fulfill all its
requirements and expectations

2 Jaaadll (aaddl) 3 ga

1.Basic of Curriculum:

This course will orient the students to the basics of curriculum as well as the approaches to school
curriculum and the different foundations of curriculum development. Furthermore, it aims at
giving comprehensive information relative to the assumptions underlying early approaches to

syllabus design.
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2.Listening and Speaking 1V:

Listening and Speaking 4 course is an extension of listening and speaking 3, aims to help students
Practice in English oral communication and listening skills for an academic environment from a
variety of sources. Study of techniques and strategies for speaking with an emphasis on
presentations and participation in group discussions., and follow a process for creating and
delivering an effective oral presentations and debates. To achieve the goal for this course,
students must fulfill all its requirements and expectation

3.Reading and Comprehension 1V:

This course is designed to improve students’ critical reading and thinking skills, increase
analytical, inferential and evaluative comprehension, expand vocabulary skills, and employ

effective study strategies for use across academic disciplines.

4.Children Literature:

This course aims to provide students with a fundamental understanding of children’s literature in
the Western world, to familiarize them with different types of children’s literature, to develop
their ability to appreciate and evaluate children’s books. In addition, they will learn many ways
to promote good literature reading experiences for children, such as storytelling, shared reading,
etc. Students will need to read, present, and discuss a number of assigned pieces of children’s

literature as well as famous works chosen by them.

5.GrammarlV:

This course gives students in-depth discussions on higher level grammatical structures. It
enlightens them to the difference between clauses and phrases, the different kinds of clauses. It
also helps the student to analyze and construct grammatical structures correctly. This includes
distinguishing between the different types of clauses (adverbial clauses, adjective clauses and
noun clauses)

6.Linguistics I1:

through lectures on the basic principles of morphology, syntax, and semantics, this course
initiates students to the scientific study of language with an emphasis on the computational nature
of human language. Students will engage in elementary linguistic analysis, evaluate alternative
analyses, and apply concepts to a range of languages and language phenomena, such as
first/second language acquisition, language variation and change, language and the brain, and

language and society.




7.Writing 1V (Expository writing):

In this course students would try to write various types of essays related to advanced thematic
issues. Students will be provided with practice in English writing and will be encouraged to
explore different writing genres. The main purpose of this course is to develop students’ writing
skills, and undertake activity or work of writing paragraphs, essays, expressing ideas or opinions.

Also, it aims at developing and practicing paragraph unity, support and coherence.

1.Introduction to Education:

This course is a beginning social foundations course for students who are considering teaching
as a profession and who are seeking better understanding about the complexity and importance
of education. It is designed to study the Libyan school system with emphasis on current trends,
issues and development of teaching as a profession, its organization, governance, financial
structure and history. The course represents the beginning course in the program of study for
teacher education majors.

2.British and American Literature:

This course introduces the leading British and American authors and genres in the light of their
historical and social backgrounds. Since a “complete” survey of English and American Literature
in one semester is impossible, the course has been designed to introduce students to texts that
resonate with the most provocative and foundational questions animating these disciplines of

study.

3. Spoken English for Educational Purposes:

This course prepares students for a variety of academic and other situations in which formal
presentations are required. Students will have the opportunity to develop and strengthen their
skills in preparing and presenting public oral presentations in a variety of situations. It will also
sharpen students’ skills in critical listening. While theoretical foundations for the methods taught
will be included, this is a practice-oriented course. Speaking clearly and comfortably in public is

a valuable and often essential skill to possess.

4. Language Acquisition:

This course is an introduction to field of language acquisition. It aims at introduction the students
to the major concepts in fields of child language acquisition, and bi/multilingual acquisition. It
discusses the different factors that influence the acquisition process as age, the linguistic

environment, cognition, the social context, motivation, and aptitude.
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5. Teaching Methodology:

This course explores specific teaching methods and strategies, both teacher and student centered.
It orients beginning teachers on variety of strategies to use when teaching and the reasons why a
particular strategy may be useful in promoting learning. The students are expected to write lessons
plans based on the methods and strategies. The teaching strategies relate to the how of the
curriculum.,

6. Semantics and Pragmatics:

This course provides an introduction to the study of how meaning is encoded and expressed in
natural language. The study of linguistic meaning comprises two disciplines: semantics, the study
of the literal meaning carried by words and sentences, and pragmatics, the study of how speakers
use words and sentences to convey meaning. The course will examine some of the basic concepts,
findings, and theoretical approaches that underlie research in semantics and pragmatics. Along the
way, we will also acquaint ourselves with some of the formal tools that are employed in the study
of meaning. Throughout, the focus will be on an empirical understanding of meaning in natural
language various aspects of the semantic structure of English while constructing an explicit theory
of linguistic meaning.

7.Academic Writing:

The course is designed to further develop and consolidate students’ academic writing skills. The
course involves writing essays for a variety of academic purposes, and covers aspects of

argumentation strategy, critical analysis, and source integration.

1. Teaching English to Young Learners:

This course offers an overview of theoretical and practical approaches to teaching English to
young learners. It examines how young learners develop cognitively, how they learn a language,
and how understanding of these two areas can help guide students in their role as a future
language teacher. Also, the students will be introduced to ways of teaching the four language
skills (listening, speaking, reading and writing), as well as strategies applicable to children. This
course combines theory with practice in providing examples that will help illustrate how to teach

language to young learners in your classroom.

2. Classroom management:

This course strengthens students’ understanding of the relationships among classroom
environment, classroom behavior, and learning. Specifically, students will gain knowledge of
disciplinary and management models and their relationships to degrees of teacher and student

control. Activities, discussions, and observations will focus on effective decision making about
32




classroom management and on developing alternatives for preventing and dealing with
management and discipline problems. The course content will provide both theoretical
understanding and practical application of strategies aimed at creating safe, encouraging, and

effective learning environments.

3. Material development and Evaluation:

This course aims to provide students with a general understanding of the major approaches,
theories, and issues in materials development and evaluation. These concepts will be taught by a
discussion-based and task-based teaching method; that is, various syllabus designs and English
teaching materials will be examined. By so doing, this course aims to equip students with the
ability to critically analyze, design, and evaluate a language syllabus and teaching materials.

4. Principles and Techniques of ELT I:

This course introduces the methods of English language teaching. It provides pre-service English
language teachers with knowledge of different language teaching methodologies and approaches
to apply this knowledge through practical activities. Students will study the main principles and
techniques in language teaching and they will familiarize some of the major issues connected to
EFL teaching (what is the teacher’s role, what English and language skills should be taught, what
method is best). They will also apply what they learn in actual classroom teaching practice.

5. Teaching Listening and Speaking:

Teaching Listening is a two-unit course which orients the students with the nature and process
of listening. Likewise, it provides a framework on how to teach listening to the students. It
focuses on the cognitive and meta-cognitive strategies that will help the teachers develop the
listening skills of students. Also included are development of listening activities and assessing
listening proficiency of the students.

6. Campus Journalism:

This course allows pre-service teachers to understand the beginning and growth of campus
journalism as a means to embody creative thinking, to fortify ethical values, and to encourage
the development of moral character and discipline among students. It aims to train students how
to produce and manage a campus paper. This also serves as a basic course for beginners and those

who seek improvement in journalism.




7. Research Methodology:

This course deals with the ideas, concepts and principles of research methodology, the problem,
the major research methods, research approaches, preparation of research instruments, review of
related literature and studies, sampling and guidelines in the selection of statistical tool to be
used. Further, it deals with the methods of analyzing, presenting and interpreting data using the

APA style for research paper writing.

1. Teaching Literature:

This course is designed to show the importance of Literature in the curriculum and why it is a
potent resource in a language classroom. In addition to this, it acquaints the students with the
different models and approaches in the teaching of Literature to both young adults and young
learners. To guide the student-teachers, sample lessons plans are to be discussed to see how the
models and approaches are executed in the classroom. The highlight of the course is a demo-

teaching which will also serve as a practice for students.

2. Principles and techniques of ELT II:

This course is a continuation of ELT 1. It introduces the methods of English language teaching. It
provides pre-service English language teachers with knowledge of different language teaching
methodologies and approaches to apply this knowledge through practical activities. Students will
study the main principles and techniques in language teaching and they will familiarize some of
the major issues connected to EFL teaching (what is the teacher’s role, what English and language
skills should be taught, what method is best). They will also apply what they learn in actual
classroom teaching practice.

3. Teaching Reading and Writing:

This course is intended to acquaint the students with the nature of reading and writing, the
researches on the principles of teaching reading and writing, and the reading and writing
strategies that can be used by students in improving their reading skills. Likewise, to guide the
students in effective way of teaching reading in the future, this course includes the cognitive and
meta-cognitive strategies that can be useful to both students and future teachers . Also as a
training ground, the students are expected to show the practicality of the course through a short

demo- teaching.




4.Research paper:

Research Paper | — Theoretical Foundations

It is a capstone writing course that guides students through the development and submission of
the proposal section (Chapter 1) of a scholarly research graduation project, by guiding students
through the intricacies of its components. It integrates the Theory and Method approach from
Research Methodology course. This course emphasizes on academic writing, critical thinking,
and the systematic development of the research section of the research project, building on the
theory and methods that students studied in the prerequisite courses. Students will articulate the
background by identifying a gap in existing literature, setting research aims and objectives
alongside detailed questions, justifying why the study is necessary, and outlining the
methodology to be employed. With guidance from instructors, students will learn to craft a
defensible and polished research proposal.

Research Paper I1- Practical Application

Building upon Research Paper | — Theoretical Foundations, this capstone writing course will
guide students through developing and finalizing Chapters 2 — 5 of their graduation project,
which includes a complete and comprehensive literature review, detailed methodology, the
analysis of the data with findings, and an analytical, cohesive conclusion with significant
recommendations. Successful completion of this course depends on the meaningful engagement
and working closely with the supervisory faculty members, building on the original foundations
in Research Paper | and continuing to improve and enhance each chapter, who will assist in
drafting and revising each chapter. Emphasis is on research quality, academic rigor, ethical
research practices, reasoning, critical thinking, and academic writing, while undergirded with

faculty mentorship over the study.
6. Psycholinguistics:

Psycholinguistics is an interdisciplinary branch of linguistics which investigates the
psychological aspects of language acquisition, production, perceptions and use. As such, it
combines knowledge, methods and practices from a variety of fields some of which emerged out
of psycholinguistics per se: linguistics, psychology, cognitive science, philosophy, biolinguistics,
neurolinguistics, speech pathology and clinical linguistics, etc. The course will outline the basic
ideas, theories, terms and methods of psycholinguistics. In particular, it will take into more detail
issues like developmental psycholinguistics; language acquisition and learning theories (first and
second); language processing (language and the brain), clinical linguistics(speech pathology and
language disorders, the psychological aspects of grammar and syntax, lexicon, semantics and
meaning, text and discourse cognition and processing, language and thought, language evolution,
some issues and practices in experimental and applied psycholinguistics, etc. Some new

perspectives and methods in the field are preferably also touched on.
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1.Sociolinquistics:

This course introduces students to Sociolinguistics, a field of study which ties language and
communication to the context in which the language is being used. The basis of Sociolinguistics
is that what language is cannot be separated from how and why it is used. The course will include
Language and the Ethnography of Communication. A key figure in this field is Dell Hymes, the
American linguist who coined the term and who proposed the core elements of the approach in
the mid C20th. Of particular relevance is functional linguistics which models the relationship
between context and language and proposes language variation as linked either to the users of
language or to the use of language. At a practical level the course will introduce ethnographic
work which has been conducted on specific topics and in particular geographic locations, while
at the same time conducting ethnographic observations within a chosen community or site of
interaction, for example a coffee shop, a supermarket, a gym or an office. The course is activity
based and students are encouraged to engage in collecting and analyzing data related to authentic
language use in the broad community. The variations of language use that are found in relation
to age, gender, ethnicity, geographical location and social structure are some of the areas for

investigation in the course.

2. School administration and Supervision:

This course is a study of basic principles and practices of professional administration and
supervision which consist of defining leadership, understanding the process of decision-making,
recognizing and applying professional ethics in communication, and identifying ways to resolve
conflicts.

3. English for Specific Purposes:

English for Specific Purposes (ESP) is designed to introduce the students to a learning-centred
approach to ESP, and the development of a programme of instruction for ESP. The overall aim
of this course is to provide a theoretical grounding in language teaching and with an introduction
to the practice and theory of ESP incorporating English for Occupational Purposes (EOP) and
English for Educational or Academic Purposes (EAP). The aim is to enable the students plan and
design ESP programmes and teaching materials for use in their own teaching contexts. The
course will support the students in planning an ESP programme for specified group of learners
and prepare sample materials that they would use for the programme.
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4.Language Testing and Assessment:

This course aims to give the students an understanding of the fundamental principles of
educational measurement and evaluation and how these could be applied in the assessment of

students learning outcomes and classroom achievements.

5.Educational Translation:

This course introduces students to the basic concepts in translation theory and the basic principles
and methods of translation from English into Arabic and vice versa. Students will develop their
awareness of a range of strategies and techniques used to translate. Students will also come to
understand a variety of structural issues in both languages and their impact on meaning. Upon
completion of this course, students will be able to recognize translation theories and important
development in translation studies; assess text types and text issues including structural issues;
use translation tools and resources effectively; and analyze texts, structures, and contexts to

identify appropriate translation strategies.

6. Computer Assistant Lanquage Learning:

This course provides students with practical knowledge of computer use in English language
learning. It focuses on theories and practices of synchronous and asynchronous computer assisted
language learning in the modes of blended and online learning. Students learn how to use
computer applications for English language teaching purposes, make CALL-based teaching plan,
and do teaching practice using appropriate computer applications. The applications are offline
and online, such as presentation slides, word processing, social media, audio and/or video

recording, video conferencing, simple authoring tools, and learning management system.
